RULES & TURN IN TIMES

COOKED ON SITE: All meat will be cooked on site. The preparation and completion
(excluding pre-trimming) of any and all meats in competition is within the confines of the
cook-off site and during the time limits designated by the promoter. Promoter reserves the
right to inspect the competition meat.

SANITATION: cooks are to prepare and cook in as sanitary manner as is possible. Cooking
conditions are subject to inspection by the Promoter. Infractions identified by the judging
committee shall be immediately corrected or the cook will be subject to disqualification.

ENTRIES PER PIT: IBCA recognizes only one entry will cook on a given pit. Notwithstanding
multiple entries in the same category by the same cook or from the same pit shall not be
allowed.

CATEGORIES: Promoters shall advise contestants of applicable meat categories and / or cuts
of meat.

DOUBLE NUMBER SYSTEM: IBCA requires that the secret, double number system be used. This
system assures a fair competition and is fundamental tenet of the IBCA. Two tickets are
required bearing the same number be utilized, one firmly attached to the top of the judging
tray in a manner which hides the number and the other ticket easily removed by the Head
cook for retention after signing the Head Cooks Name in front of an IBCA representative.

JUDGING TRAYS: IBCA recommends the use of Styrofoam trays with hinged lids and without
dividers or the best readily available judging container. A single sheet of foil should be
supplied for each tray. All judging containers shall be kept clean and free of any markings.
Marked containers may be disqualified at the Head Judges discretion.

JUDGING TRAY CONTENTS: IBCA requires that the promoter and /or Head Judge advise all
cooks of the exact quantities and cuts of meat that will be placed in the trays. All garnishes
and condiments are prohibited as they do not reflect the true quality of the meat. Meats may
be cooked with sauces and or other liquids, but once the cooking is complete sauces and or
liquids may not be added once put in trays. NO PUDDLING IN BOTTOM.

TERMS FOR DISQUALIFICATION: after the tray has been turned in, any tray found to be in
violation of the IBCA rules will be disqualified at the discretion of the HEAD judge.
Disqualified tray numbers will be called out immediately following the category
announcements.



CATAGORIES

BRISKET: nine (9) full slices recommended 1/4 " to 3/8 " thick. All blocking must be done
before cooking. Meat side up, fat side down.

PORK SPARE RIBS nine (9) individual cut ribs. (St. Luis style acceptable) Ribs must be placed
in the tray meat side up, parallel to the hinge.

CHICKEN: Two (2) fully jointed chicken halves with wing tips. Skin on. NO CORNISH HENS

JACKPOT: BEANS: Dry pinto beans -cooked on site (nothing larger than the bean to be put into
the turn in cup) .

COOKS CHOICE: Open category. Any entrée of your choice. must be cooked on site.

DESSERT; Any dessert category of your choice. Must be cooked on site. Can be cooked on pit
or in trailer. MAY NOT bring from home.

MARGARITA: May be frozen or on rocks. Must be mixed on site.

KIDS QUE: Christine VFD will provide pork loin chops to any child wanting to participate. Ages
4 and up. Parent or guardian must be present. Child must do 99% of work. Parent or
Guardian may help with lighting pit or advice.

The fee per team will be $150 whether it’s one category or all three meats.
If only cooking the Jackpot beans category you may only pay $25 for entry.
CHRISTINE VFD will be paying 60% back to winners from 1st to 3rd place

and overall Grand Champion and Reserved Champion.
