3)  Meat must start from raw state and will be inspected at for quality and temperature during 
check-in prior to cooking.  

4)  No gas grills except for starters and electric rotors equipment.  

5) Each team must have certified fire extinguisher, thermometers and sanitizer bucket. 

6)  The head cook must be accessible at all times on site with cell phone. 

7)  Teams must keep area clean and leave it that way. Coal/Ash Drop and Grease Trap will be 
located on site. 

8)  Judging will start at noon on Saturday, March 16, 2013.  Specific turn-in times and 
appropriate IBCA rules will be discussed at a mandatory head cook’s meeting on Friday, 
March 15, 2013 at 7:00pm at Café Hope Conference Room.  The award’s ceremony will take 
place around 4:30 pm on Saturday, March 16, 2013.
